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Take a selection of t he world’s most talented
young rally drivers from a wide range of
countries, let them drive seriously fast cars
from leading car manufacturers in seven
locations around the world and you have the FIA
Junior World Rally Championship
(FIAJ-WRC).

The word Junior’ doesn't mean the rallying is
any less heart-s topping. Nor does it mean the
drivers are any less talented. Far from it. They
are quite simply ‘young drivers in small cars’.

We've brought together drivers that are younger,
hungrier and have more to prove — they want to
be the WRCchampions of the future and they're
going to put their foot to the floor to get there.

Just like their heroes in the FIA World Rally
Championship, these drivers — who are all 28
years old or younger — have to pit t heir wits
against t he toughest opponent of all, t he clock.
In each event, they have to compete for three
days of intense rally driving on closed public
roads and whoever finishes in the fastest
time wins.

In 2007,
51 channels covering 218 t erritories televised
the high-speed action and with rapidly
expanding TV coverage, this figure is set to rise
in 2008.
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Sportin g Rules

The competit ors

To win the FIAJ-WRC, divers need to combine
raw talent wit h technical knowledge in some of
the toughest terrains on the planet. In addition,
they need unflinching trust in t heir cool-he aded
co-drivers. But even with all t he natural skill in
the world, success isn't guaranteed. With only
eight drivers able to score points on each event,
the pressure is huge.

To compete in a J-WRCevent drivers must be
born on or after 1st January 1979 — so t hey
cannot be older than 28 at the start of t he
Championship year to compete. There is no age
limit f or co-drivers. Participation in six of t he
seven events is mandatory and missing a
nominated event can warrant exclusion from
the Championship. A Team or Federation may
place an entry allowing them to replace their
representing drivers during the season.

Guest Driv ers

Each organiser of a J-WRCround can nominate
two local competitors to make a one-off entry
into a J-WRC event as Gues Drivers. Gues
Drivers are also eligible to score J-WRCpoints.

A separate
classification for the Rookies will be drawn on
each event, with points awarded on the same
scale as J-WRC points.

HANS' Device

Worn on the shoulders and around the back of
the neck, the HANS Device is to help protect a
driver's head and neck from serious injury
during accidents. In the event of an accident, the
HANS' Device reduces the amount the head
swings forward, minimising the load placed on
the neck by preventing the driver's head from
being pulled away from their upper body. From
2008; all  J-WRC competitors are required to
wear an FlA-approved head restraint, such as
the HANS Device.
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The Cars

The FIAJunior World Rally Championship is the
world's premier motorsport category for B-
Segment cars — the category often described as
the ‘hot hatchbacks’ All cars in the J-WRCare
front wheel drive and have a total length of
3600 - 4150 mm.

Eligible cars must be homologated in one of

four technical classes defined by the FIA:

¢ Super 1600 (en gine capacity less than
1600c c)

¢« Group N cars (engine capacity of less than
2000c c)

e Group R ars

« Selected Goup A cars (engine capacity of | ess
than 1600c c)

2006 w as the first time t hat cars from Group A

and Gmoup N were eligible for the FIA J-WRC.

Although it can be expected that Super 1600

cars will battle for overall glory, Goup R and
Group N cars are the only cars eligible for the
Rookie Award.

As you can imagine, the world’'s leading car
manufacturers produce potent versions of their
road cars to showcase their technical prowess
on a global stage. The Suger 1600 c ars pack a
lot of power under their bonnets — the engines
of these machines manage to produce well over
230 hor sepower so with a wider variety of cars
competing again this year in the category,
competition should b e hot.

In recent years we have seen Ciroén Saxo,
Citroén C2, Fia Punto, Ford Fiesta, Ford Puma,
Honda Civic, MGZX, Ol Corsa, Peugeot 206,
Renault Clio, Renault Clio Sport R3 (Group N),
Suzuki Ignis, Suzuki Swift and VW Polo compete
to be the best junior rally car in the world.
